Approximately 15% of Virginia's cash farm income was from broilers in 2009.


-
Virginia ranked 12th among the states in the pounds of broilers produced in 2009, with 1,204,000,000 pounds.


-
Virginia produced 240,800,000 broilers in 2009.  Virginia ranked 9th among the states in the number of broilers produced.


-
The average live weight of a Virginia produced broiler was 5.0 pounds.

· In 2009 Virginia broiler production value was $550,228,000. (Value is gross income received by the agricultural sector for the production of broiler chickens.)  Virginia ranked 11th in the nation in value of production.
According to the most recent Census Bureau figures, Accomack County, Virginia ranked #72 among America's counties in broiler chicken production.  Accomack County, on the Eastern Shore, produces about 10% of Virginia's broiler chickens.
