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he DPI Board of Directors in September

approved a $13,000 donation to the

newly formed Maryland Family

Farmers Legal Defense Fund, Inc. to

help a Worcester County, Maryland
farm family fight attacks upon it and the farm by the
Assateague Coastkeeper and the Waterkeeper
Alliance.

Growers Alan and Kristen Hudson are being
assailed by some groups in the environmental
industry for alleged violations of the federal Clean
Water Act because of how some Ocean City,
Maryland sewage sludge was handled on their
property. Since the lawsuit was filed, Mr. and Mrs.
Hudson have accumulated more than $130,000 in
legal expenses. Because of the precedent setting
nature of the lawsuit against them and the damage a
victory by the environmental industry could create
for all chicken growers and chicken companies on

DPI Directors Approve
Contribution to Legal Defense Fund

Delmarva, the DPI Board of Directors approved the
$13,000 donation. This follows a late 2010 gift of
$5,000 to pay legal fees.

A victory in federal court by the environmental
activists, helped in part by the taxpayer supported
University of Maryland Environmental Law Clinic,
could aid the Waterkeeper Alliance with its goal of
making the chicken companies responsible for all on-
the-farm environmental practices of the farm families
who grow chickens. The lawsuit also seeks to change
normal and commonly accepted on-the-farm
management and environmental practices to
accommodate the Waterkeeper Alliance efforts to
change and perhaps destroy Delmarva’s chicken
industry.

The Maryland Family Farmers Legal Defense
Fund, Inc. is a non-stock, Maryland corporation that
Is governed by trustees who will decide how the

secretary of the Delaware Department of Natural
Resources and Environmental Control, shared his
thoughts on the mission and activities of this EPA
program and spent a lot of time explaining the
Chesapeake Bay model.

Several committee members attended the early
September Chesapeake Bay Commission Manure to
Energy Summit near Baltimore. Several technologies
were discussed and the audience was gauged on what
types of incentives were desired to get more manure-
to-energy systems in place.

EPA Seeks New Information on Chicken Farms

he Environmental Protection Agency

(EPA) has proposed a rule, explained in 97

pages, that would require concentrated

animal feeding operations (CAFOs) such

as chicken farms to submit five pieces of
information so it can more “effectively carry out its
CAFO permitting programs and ensure that CAFOs
are implementing practices to protect water quality
and human health.”

Information required by EPA in this proposed rule
includes contact information, location information,
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) permitting information, number and type of
animals, and land application statistics. Much of this
information already is available to the states through
the permitting system, so requiring individual growers
to submit information seems wasteful of time and
effort by growers. However, since the EPA does not
know what CAFOs exist and how to contact them to
inform them of this notification rule, should it be
adopted next year, many growers could end up in
violation of the regulation if they do not submit the
required information.

The proposal is part of a court settlement
agreement reached with the Natural Resources
Defense Council, Waterkeeper Alliance, and the Sierra
Club. Under the proposed rule, EPA is proposing two
regulatory options regarding which CAFOs would be
required to submit information to the EPA. One option
would require every CAFO to report this information
to EPA, unless states with authorized NPDES
programs choose to provide that information. A
second option would require CAFOs in focus
watersheds that have water quality concerns
associated with CAFOs to report information to EPA.

The comment deadline for the proposed rule is
December 20 and DPI will be providing comments.
We urge you to submit comments as well. Comments
can be submitted at www.regulations.gov using the
docket number EPA-HQ-OW-2011-0188.
